If student is unconscious or having a seizure, presume the student is having a low blood glucose and:

Call 911 immediately and notify parents.

[0 Glucagon 1/2mg or 1mg (circle desired dose) should be given by trained personnel.

[0  Glucose gel 1 tube can be administered inside cheek and massaged from outside while awaiting or during administration of Glucagon by staff
member at scene.

[0  Glucagon/Glucose gel could be used if student has documented low blood sugar and is vomiting or unable to swallow.

Student should be turned on his/her side and maintained in this "recovery" position till fully awake".
